Plans for new Anglesea Fire Station Revealed
Community Encouraged to Pledge Support for Redevelopment Project
Plans for Anglesea’s new fire station have been revealed, highlighting a focus on fire and emergency response, environmental sustainability and fire education.

The Station, which has served Anglesea for over 70 years, has been deemed inadequate to meet the needs of the future and in need of a $1.5 million upgrade, it was announced today.

The plan, which combines community financial support and Government money, has been made possible by a generous “kick start” pledge by Winchelsea and District’s Community Bank Branch of the Bendigo Bank in addition to substantial pledges by Anglesea residents. More than $320,000 has been raised to-date.
Anglesea residents are being encouraged to support the initiative.
“We are excited to see the Anglesea community looking to create a fire station complex to enhance fire operations, as well as integrate a high level of environmental sustainability and education of the community,” said Paul Stacchino, General Manager, CFA Barwon/Corangamite Area.

According to Anglesea CFA member and project spokesperson, Jamie Mackenzie, the new

Anglesea Fire Station will provide the community with three major benefits.

“Firstly, our firefighters will have better facilities that will allow them to execute their main role of fire and emergency response. Secondly, the station will be environmentally sustainable and will be an example of our community’s and CFA’s commitment to our environment. And finally, the station will provide space for community education so we can engage with and teach current and future generations about fire safety and caring for our environment,” Mr Mackenzie said.

“Anglesea has a unique opportunity to be a leader in fire education in Australia. More than 40,000 young people attend camps in Anglesea and they will be able to attend the proposed fire education experience featured in the station design,” Mr Mackenzie said.

Mr Mackenzie says the community is encouraged to get involved, and has asked for pledges to be made to signify the importance of this project.

“The ongoing success of pledges and donations will help meet our goal  to raise $1.5m in the next three years.”
